Economics: Free market principles, foreign investment, fertile agricultural land and
recent industrialization have led to strong exports, textiles, shrimp, sugar, rubber,
jewelry, and electronics. Thailand is also the world” s largest importer of rice. Rapid
economic growth in the 1980s and ‘90s was halted by a crash in the late 1990s.
Subsequent investment-driven growth was hampered again by the economic crisis
of 2008-09. Tourism is a major aspect of the economy; there is also an endemic econ-
omy of vice, in particular the sex trade and drug trafficking.
