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> Population: 107,773 people (Tongan 98.2%, Other 1.2%)

> Capital: Nuku' alofa

> Urbanites: 25.3%

> Literacy Rate: 99%

> Life Expectancy: 71.7 years

> Languages: Tongan, 3 total languages

> GDP/Person: $4,888

> Economics: Remittances are the largest source of income, followed by
tourism. Subsistence agriculture continues. The value of imports is five
times larger than exports.

> Politics: British Protected State 1900-1970. Constitutional monarchy with
the king and nobles having predominant influence. A growing movement
toward democracy since 1990 and with the death of the king in 2006,
but political demonstrations indicate that the pace is too slow for many
pro-reformers. The first elected prime minister assumed responsibilities in
2006.

> Other Religions: Catholicism 15%, Mormonism 18%, Atheism, and others
